If your unit has not been to a Klondike Derby before, what are you waiting for? Scouts have a lot 

of fun and get to show off their knowledge and skills. Registration for the 2017 Klondike 
Derby ï 4th of July at the Jersey Shore opens on November 1, 2016.  

 
Does your unit want to participate in the Klondike but doesn’t have a sled?  We have a 
special opportunity for units that do not have a sled or need another sled. Join us for a free "Build-
a-Sled" session on Thanksgiving Saturday, November 26, 2016 from 9am-1pm at the BSA 
Oakland Service Center.  
 
You must register for this event with Dean Dell Antonia at ddellantonia@yahoo.com since we 
have limited space.  If you have some old skis, bring them.  We will have supplies (some skis and, 
wood) to let units make six (6) sleds. We will also answer any questions you may have about the 
Klondike Derby.  
 
We invite WEBELOS and Boy Scouts to help build their unit’s sled, but we need at least 2 leaders 
from each unit to participate, with as many Scouts as possible from each unit. You will need to 
bring your sled home after building it, so a pickup truck or other means is needed after your sled is 
built. (Sleds are 5’-6’ long, about 20” wide and 3’ or 4‘ high.)  
 
As a special note especially to WEBELOS leaders – the January 21, 2017 RVD Klondike 
Derby is open to WEBELOS and Arrow of Light Scouts. This event is viewed by many 
Scouts as their favorite of the year. If you haven’t been to a Klondike Derby, ask around 
and you will hear how much it is enjoyed.  Don’t let your Den miss out.  This Build-a-Sled 
event is designed mainly to get WEBELOS Dens that have not participated before to build a 
sled so they can participate. Sleds are frequently handed down year after year as Scouts 
move up, so you can see the sled your Den built participate for years to come, even as the 
WEBELOS move up to Boy Scouts.    
 
Most of the work to be done is screwing pre-cut pieces together, although there will be some 
measuring, cutting and drilling of lumber.

Scouts must wear work gloves and wear protective eyewear to participate.  

Scouts under age 14 are not permitted to use electric screwdrivers. (See 

http://www.scouting.org/filestore/healthsafety/pdf/680-028.pdf for policy.) Only adults are 

permitted to use the power tools.   

Please bring work gloves, eye protection, pencils and Phillips #2 hand screwdrivers and (if 

available) a hand wood saw and tape measure for Scouts to use. If you have electric 

screwdriver(s) with Philips #2 tips and a drill bit kit, saw please bring them for your adults and 

older Scouts to use. 

We have the wood, some skis and screws that you will be using to build your sled. We also will 

have an electric miter saw for adult use. (Key pieces of the sled will be pre-cut and/or pre-

assembled.)  Please bring any old, unwanted skis to donate to the group. 

Non-Scouting family members who are good with tools are invited to participate in addition to the 

2 leaders required for each unit, especially but not limited to WEBELOS sled building.   You may 

continue to decorate your new sled at home.
