Officer Position Descriptions:
Council Venturing President

-shall serve as the spokesperson and representative of the VOA, the Venturing General Assembly, and all Venturers within the Council
-shall preside at all meetings of the Council VOA and the Venturing General Assembly 

-shall be a representative for the Venturing program and activities at the annual NNJC Program Launch

-shall assist VOA Officers in securing the information needed to perform their reporting duties

-shall provide the VOA Advisor with a copy of a proposed agenda within (5) days of planned meetings

-shall work with the VOA Officers, VOA  Advisor and NNJC Professional Staff Advisor to make recommendations for VOA and General Assembly meeting dates and proposed VOA Venturing program activity dates.

-shall attend all NNJC Executive Board Meetings

-shall represent the NNJC at Area 5 meetings and activities

Council Venturing Vice-President for Administration

-shall be responsible for the oversight and support of all crew VOA representatives

-shall perform the duties of Council Venturing President should he/she be temporarily unable to perform them

-shall immediately assume the office of Council Venturing President, should that office become vacant, until further election procedures are enacted

-shall review training available for Venturing youth 

-shall serve as Committee Chair for NNJC Venturing Leadership Awards

-shall monitor and report on Venturing awards: Silver Award, Ranger Award, TRUST Award, Quest Award and Quartermaster Award

-shall be the contact for changes/modifications to the NNJC VOA Guidelines

Council Venturing Vice-President for Program

-shall be responsible for the oversight and support of all Venturing program areas and the implementation of said programs at the Council level

-shall be available and oversee NNJC Venturing Officers Association sponsored activities

-shall work with the VOA President as a representative for the Venturing program and activities at the annual NNJC Program Launch

-shall either chair VOA sponsored Venturing events or recruit a chairperson for the activity

-shall report on other council activities and promote NNJC activities

-shall make contact and work with all Venturing Crews and Ships in NNJC to make presentations in support of the FOS (Friends of Scouting) Council fundraising program

-shall make contact and work with all Venturing Crews and Ships in NNJC to promote and encourage participation in the annual Council Pop Corn Fundraising activity 

-shall assist the Council Venturing VOA Vice President for Program with Council sponsored Venturing activities

Council Venturing Vice-President of Communication

-shall record all minutes at meetings of the Council VOA and Venturing General Assembly

-shall submit a copy of the minutes to the VOA Advisor within (1) week of a meeting for review which will then be forwarded to members of the VOA
-shall work with Venturing Vice President for Program to promote Venturing events and submit regular articles for NNJC website and newsletter, and for a Venturing newsletter to be distributed at the VOA meetings

-if the secretary is not available for a meeting, the President shall choose a member of the Cabinet to substitute for taking minutes – submission of minutes to the Advisor by the substitute in the timely manner stated still applies

-shall maintain unit contact information and keep this information confidential

-shall maintain an activity log of NNJC sponsored VOA Venturing events

-shall maintain a record/history of NNJC Venturing Officers Association Officers 

-shall maintain a record/history of NNJC Venturing Leadership Awards for Annual Council Recognition Dinner

-shall maintain a record/history of NNJC Ranger, Silver, Quest, and Trust Awards
